full of examples: the burning bush on Mount Sinai, the pillar of fire
in the desert, the tabernacle lamps, and the sacrificial fires on the
altar of the temple in Jerusalem. Early Christians rather naturally
viewed the kindling of new fire as a symbol of the presence of their
resurrected Lord, the new pillar of fire.

In Jerusalem, the earliest Christians blessed and lighted candles
every Saturday night. By at least the fifth or sixth century, the cus-
tom had become associated with celebrations of the Resurrection,
and paschal candles had found their way into the liturgy of the
Western church.

For us, when we look at the paschal candle, the symbolism of
Christés triumph over the darkness
This symbolism is most apparent when the paschal candle is intro-

duced each year to the congregation in the Easter Vigil on Easter

Eve. When the Vigil begins, the church is dark, symbolic of the dark-

ness of the sepulcher that held the crucified Christ. A new fire is kin-

dled, and the paschal candle is lighted, representing the Risen

Christ, the Light of the world. Symbolically, this is the fire from

which all light is ignited.

Throughout the fifty days of Easter, the paschal candle traditionally
stands near the altar as a symbol of the resurrection. It is lighted for
each liturgy during the great fifty days of as a symbol of the resur-
rection. (Easter is not over until Pentecost, the fiftieth day!)

After the Day of Pentecost, the paschal candle is placed on its stand
near the baptismal font as a visual reminder that in our baptism, we
are crucified and resurrected with Christ. The candle is lighted at
each celebration of Baptism, at which time small baptismal candles
are lighted from it for presentation to the baptized or sponsor. This
act is a visual reminder of the integral connection between Baptism
and Easter. For funerals, the paschal candle is lighted and placed in
its stand at the head of the casket during the funeral rite. In a visual
way, the paschal candle visually proclaims the message of Romans
6:3 -5: "In our Baptism we have already died and been raised with
Christ."

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What Is Wernle?

Wernle Youth & Family Treatment Center cares
for boys and girls between the ages of six and
twenty -one who exhibit significant behavioral
challenges. Even in the most difficult and ex-
treme cases, the focus is to help build the con-
fidence and behavioral controls necessary to
live at home or in a less restrictive environ-
ment. By recognizing and building on what resi-
dents do well (strengths), Wernle is able to use
that as a foundation for other behavioral
changes. At the same time Wernle recognizes
that virtually all youth that come to them have
experienced some form of trauma; at a mini-
mum, being removed from their home. For chil-
dren and youth, unrecognized and untreated
trauma can interfere with the ability to change
behavioral problems and lead to multiple place-
ment failures.

On Sunday, April 30, both First and Zion collect
Noisy Offerings (coins) for Wernle.

On Sunday, May 21, Pastor Clifford Nunn will

be at both Zion and First Lutheran to lead wor-
ship and share the Wernle story.
